Enrollment History at Iowa Valley CSD 
The General Fund is the most common fund type and is “student driven,” meaning it relies on certified en-
rollment figures.  Certified enrollment is determined each October of every school year.  Our certified en-

rollment count is up by 5.4 students but we are down 1.0 for students being provided services in our district.
